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Possible explanations

m \We don not measure in-group trust:
“In-group” and “familiar” are not synonyms
Close circle includes relatives and friends

Trust questions don't reflect the strength of in-group
ties

m Trust can be seen as a process: trusting in close circle —
trusting in familiar people — trusting in unknown people.

m The level of out-group trust is reduced by other factors.
